Since we first published our booklet of Lenten prayer, a lot has
changed!

In The Morning

O Lord, open my lips,

Prayers may be offered for ourselves and others. The church prays for
seven different areas, listed on the next page. You can pray for one area
each day, or pray through all seven daily, either in the morning or
evening.

At the Close of Day
